Each winner will be awarded $500 and have the opportunity to present their essay at the 
95th Annual ASALH Convention in Raleigh, NC September 29-October 3, 2010.    

In addition to the monetary award, the Graduate Winner’s essay will be published in an 
upcoming issue of The Journal of African American History (JAAH).   In preparing 
graduate student essays for submission back issues of the JAAH should be consulted.
